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Abstract

This present study aims to explore Malay-Chinese tourist’s perception toward the image of
tourism in Betong, Yala. The participants selected for the study were 314 Malay-Chinese tourist’s visiting
Betong, Yala. To collect data, convenience sampling was employed and questionnaires in Chinese were
administered. The data were Analyzed through SPSS program to analyze frequency, percentage, means,
and standard deviation. The result shows that the majority of Malay-Chinese tourist’s perception toward
Betong was at high level in all seven aspects including experience, attraction, price, environment, feeling
of relaxation, community, and popularity. Specifically, they are highly satisfied with popularity,

community, and feeling of relaxation respectively.
