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Benefits of Folklore Mentioned in “WannakhadiLamnam”,

a Set of Secondary School Book toward Thai Literature
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Abstract

This article aims at studying the benefits of folklore mentioned in the set of school book
towards Thai literature named “ WannakhadiLamnan” (Ballads of literature) for secondary students
assigned by Office of Basic Education Commission in 2008. It is found that various form of folklore are
used: 1) narrative folklore-literature, folktales, Aesop allegories and proverb stories 2) folksong — night
song, lullabies and children songs 3) proverbs form literature. 4) Myth. The use of several forms of
folklore in the set of school book indicates that folklore applied, due to its education function: formal
teaching and social training. In additional, the integration of folklore in school lessons increases the
effectiveness of learning that sever the main of the local schemes designed by the Office of the Basic
Education Commission (2008), both for learners’ quality and teaching indicators in each level. It can
be said that the transmission of folklore the wards younger generations cultivates the positive aspects
of nationalism, localism and realization of cultural heritages.
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
