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Abstract

The purpose of this study is to analyze and compare marine conceptual metaphor in relation
with gender and age of language users living in southern Thai border provinces of Pattani and Narathiwat.
These two provinces were chosen in particular because of they had sea areas. The researcher selected 20
male and female students aged between 18 and 23 years at Prince of Songkla University, Pattani Campus;
and residents aged between 30 and 60 years who lived near and had been involved with the sea one way
or another. The conceptual metaphors between these two sample groups were brought into comparison
to find differences using open-ended questions. The results pointed out that gender and age created a
common or similar concept about life. This was because all of the people in the sample groups including
men, women, teenagers and adults had experienced happiness, sadness, obstacles and many other things

in life. Thus, seeing the sea as life is important to how they live their lives.
